registered as HIV  -positive, and th is number may not  yet reflect the true figure. The belief
that HIV and AIDS do es not affect them is very strong among young people and they are
passive in acquiring knowledge that would help to prevent HIV infection , and in changing
the ir behaviour to a safer behaviour. Inthis context , prevention programmes aimed at the
group most atrisk - young people, and their own mobilisation and awareness are of the
vital importance.
